BE ALCOHOL AWARE PROJECT GUIDELINES
The Be Alcohol Aware project will facilitate a region wide intensive alcohol awareness campaign targeting young people aged 12-17 in the South West Region and their parents. 

The project aims to utilise the skills of young people to increase alcohol awareness and reduce the incidence of under age drinking.

Who can apply?
Schools, Local Drug Action Groups, PCYC’s, Youth Advisory Committees and a range of youth groups and agencies are encouraged to apply.
The funding is available to applicants from the South West Region; that is, the City of Bunbury and Shires of Capel, Busselton, Augusta-Margaret River, Harvey, Dardanup, Collie, Donnybrook-Balingup, Bridgetown-Greenbushes, Nannup, Manjimup, and Boyup Brook.   

How long will it take for applications to be processed?
A project steering group will review applications at the end of each calendar month (excepting December). Successful applicants will be informed shortly afterward and receive funds within ten days of notification.
For how long will funding be available?
It is difficult to predict how quickly the project funds will be utilised. Funds are expected to be acquitted by October 2011. There are strategies in place to attract additional funds to extend the capacity of the Be Alcohol Aware campaign. Updates will be provided on the Investing In Our Youth website at www.investinginouryouth.com.au and through the South West Youth Coordinating Network email data base.
Can the funds support a broader social event for young people?

Yes, but the event must be alcohol free, and funding must be used to promote an alcohol awareness activity as part of the event.

What happens if our event targets a wider age group than 12-17?

Your application would not be excluded if your event targeted young people from a broader age range, as long as it includes a component of young people aged between 12 and17 years.
Can application be made for Project Coordination time?
Staff wages can be included in the budget if additional time is necessary to coordinate the Community Activity. However, salaries should not exceed 50% of total budget.

What, if any guidelines apply to approved alcohol activities?
Approved alcohol guidelines and a range of free resources can be used to support your activity. We recommend the following:

A project steering group of representatives from the youth sector will make that decision. Each application will be judged on its own merits.
