From the Chair

Background

In 2002 Investing In Our Youth, Inc underwent a planning exercise to formulate a community wide agenda for supporting and promoting healthy development of children and young people. This involved setting specific Youth Development Outcomes primarily in response to the research phase of the Investing In Our Youth project. The Youth Development Outcomes were based on the findings from the Adolescent Health and Wellbeing Survey (Robinson, McCaughan et al. 2002), Archival (Watts 2001) and Focus group research and a comprehensive community resource assessment process undertaken by Investing In Our Youth over the previous year. 

The 2002-2003 Community Action Plan was the result of five workgroups coming together according to their areas of interest or expertise and tackling a specific risk or protective factor. In doing so, the workgroup participants took into account projects, strategies and activities already occurring in the communities of Investing In Our Youth, Inc and included these for evaluation support or further research into their effectiveness where possible. Other programs were recommended were generally evidence based programs known for their effectiveness and efficacy in addressing the specific risk or protective factors the workgroups were considering. 
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
